Experience working in multi-disciplinary teams and covering a diversity of educational needs - academic, cultural,
boarding.

Knowledge of the principles of positive psychology and experience in the integration and application of leadership
principles, emotional intelligence, thinking skills and responsible thinking approaches.

Candidates must have:
